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The CMA has received a number of questions in relation to Tradeable Status and Charging. As a Tradeable Status is not set out in the CSDs the following aims to address the queries we have received. 
What is the definition of a Tradeable Status?

‘Tradeable’ is a SPID Status. The relevant trading conditions affecting the SPID Status are listed below:
· New – SPID created (no LP registered);
· Partial – LP partially registered (T003.0) to a New SPID, but SPID not yet connected/complete;
· Tradeable – New SPID Connection complete and LP registered;
· TDISC – SPID is a Temporary Disconnection (TDISC) and cannot be transferred; and 

· PDISC – SPID is a Permanent Disconnection (PDISC) and cannot be used again.
In what situations would a Tradeable status be given to a SPID?

Primarily it is used in the processes for new SPIDs. It is applied when a SPID is ‘complete’ i.e. when the New Connection or Gap Site process has completed. This requires as a minimum, sufficient Trading Data to create a chargeable configuration and a LP to charge.

Another situation would be reconnection following a TDISC, which will return the SPID status to ‘Tradeable’.
To revise the SPID Status to an alternative status other than ‘Tradeable’ would be: 

· On a TDISC;
· On a PDISC;
· On creation of ‘New’; and
· On ‘Partial’ Registration.
What happens when a Tradeable Status is achieved?

In the case of a new SPID, Charging will commence with effect from the Connection date.

In the case of a TDISC, Volume Charges will no longer be applied and transfers will not be permitted until it returns to a ‘Tradeable Status’, i.e. is reconnected. 

In the case of a PDISC, the SPID will be permanently disconnected in the CS with effect from the PDISC date and thereafter, transfers and updates will be rejected. However, please note that there is a known issue with the display of the Tradeable Status on some SPIDs following a change of connection status. Where multiple transactions are erroneously sent with the same status on them, the status displayed may revert to TRADEABLE after a SPID has been permanently disconnected (PDISC). This is a display issue only and does not have an impact on the Charging for the SPID to the correct date. 

In the case of a change to the Trading Data configuration, where the SPID is ‘Tradeable’ the new parameters will be applied with effect from the SPIDInfo entry. 

Can a ‘Tradeable Status’ be lost by any other event other than a PDISC?

The ‘Tradeable Status’ is changed when a TDISC is received. However, a Reconnection will return a SPID to a ‘Tradeable Status’. 

Water/Sewer Linkage

When two SPIDs are associated, for example, a Water and Sewer SPID, the connection of the water SPID sets the connection of the Sewerage SPID (as per CSD101). 

Charging

The connection event triggers a SPID first contributing to Wholesale Charges. A SPID will not be set to a Tradeable Status in the absence of a Connection Date. 

In the case of a new SPID, Charges cannot commence until there is a Connection date and a LP to charge. Therefore, in the case where a Connection Date was received, but no LP was registered, it would not commence to Charging and Tradeable Status until the registration was received and following which, the Connection Date would be the significant date for commencing Charging. The Connection Date will trigger Charging and overwrite the read date on the ‘I’ read.
